On December 14, 2006, at 7 P.M., members and residents of the High Meadows Homeowners Association met at the Civic Town Center, Pecan Room #1 to discuss behavior within their community that could affect the quality of life and safety of high meadow residents. The issues identified were as follows:

1. Loud noise disturbances

2. Curfew violations

3. Traffic concerns

4. Basketball goals in the street and on sidewalks

5. Loitering 

6. Disorderly conduct (kids yelling with profanity)

7. Dogs at large

8. Criminal Acts(gang like activities and burglaries)
9. Code violations

Most of the concerns were centered on current and potential inappropriate behavior of children and teenagers, along with criminal, code, and traffic violations by both teenagers and adults. It is believed that the quality of life for residents of the High Meadows subdivision is in jeopardy if these behavioral issues are not addressed immediately. At this joint meeting the High Meadows residents decided by vote that several behavioral issues shall be addressed through “zero tolerance enforcement” by the DeSoto Police and Code Enforcement Departments. Those issues deemed unacceptable behavior are as follows and enforcement will commence on February 1, 2007:
1. Disorderly conduct (noise disturbances, loitering, and profanity)

2. Curfew violations

3. Basketball goals in streets and on sidewalks

4. Criminal Acts (gang like activities, burglaries)
5. Code violations (neighborhood cleanliness)

6. Traffic concerns (speeding and parking violations)
7. Dogs large

It should be noted that the definition of “zero tolerance enforcement” is when a DeSoto Police Officer makes contact with an individual(s) violating any one of these referenced laws or ordinances. A citation at minimum shall be issued. In some instances an arrest may be made. 

As adults, each of us has the responsibility to teach our children the duty of being good citizens. We encourage you to discuss these concerns with your children to ensure they understand the repercussions of disruptive behavior, and that it will not be tolerated within the High Meadows community. The residents of High Meadows will not relinquish their community to anyone with behavioral problems. Additionally, the residents of High Meadows will not allow criminal activities, and traffic and code violators to be a detriment to our community. 
With a united effort we will maintain a safe and orderly environment for our community and the residents of High Meadows. We believe all families in High Meadows want to feel safe and proud of their neighborhood.  We encourage all residents to become active in this united effort to assist in keeping High Meadows a safe and clean neighborhood for all families to live and play. You are encouraged to report any criminal or suspicious activities to the DeSoto Police Department by calling 9-1-1, report traffic violations by calling (469)658-3061, and report code violations by calling (469)658-3076. This is truly a community problem that requires all of us to stand united for a common cause.
